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“Since many took in hand to draw up an
account concerning the matters which have
been borne out among us...” (Luke 1:1)

Today we know that it was not by chance that in
1977 the Glowacki couple turned the radio on and
listened to the preaching of God's Word in Polish
through an evangelical radio program “Voice of
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John’s family with the congregation Piatko, Poland

the Gospel” aired from the Monte Carlo station.
More and more villagers started to listen to these
programs, and a group of regular listeners was
formed. The entire group decided to write a letter
to the “Voice of the Gospel” headquarters in
Warsaw. They asked them to please send
somebody to Pi tkéw to help them.

In God’s providence, two ministers were sent to
the small village of Pi tkbw. When they
approached the home of the Glowacki family, the
couple hid their radio, because it was not
registered. They were afraid that the preachers
were some officials who could search their home
for the illegal radio. After a moment of tension, the
Glowackis understood that the two guests came
to talk about the gospel. From then on, prayer
and Bible meetings were arranged in private
homes.

On July 5, 1979, the first baptismal ceremony took
place in Pi tkéw (in a pond at the village’'s end),
so that two brothers and three sisters were
baptized. The special service was attended by a
large number of brothers and sisters of the
Warsaw church that sent them help.
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The baptism ceremony was a cause for great
excitement for the local people. Some of them
were shocked and disturbed. One person wanted
to interrupt the meeting and provoked the other
villagers against the Christians. The believers
heard many brutal words. Their enemies
threatened to throw stones on them and throw
their car in the water. Thanks to God, their threats
remained just empty words because a
peacemaker convinced the troublemakers to
change their minds.

In 1980 the church bought land and built a small
wooden house as a place of worship. Due to the
generosity of Polish and foreign believers and with
approval of the officials the local church started to
build a more permanent house of prayer in 1980.

The House of Prayer in Pi tkbw was officially
dedicated on July 10, 1983. It became an
evangelistic event because local people visited
the chapel with great interest. The House of
Prayer is a structure well prepared for

conferences, camps, and other events. The
building includes a main hall for services, a good
kitchen, and rooms for guests. There are also
other smaller buildings for guests.

Since July 12, 1987, Pastor Bolesaw
Wysoczy ski has been the pastor of the church.
He with his wife El bieta (Elisabeth) and son Piotr
(Peter) live in the chapel and look after it. Pastor
Bolesaw and his wife, El bieta have many
practical skills and abilities which are very helpful
for the church they are serving.

Each year our church organizes free camps for
poor children. It is an opportunity to reach the
youth and their parents with the good news of
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salvation. Recently Pastor Boles aw started to
distribute bread among poor villagers. He believes
it will help to present hope to such persons.

Although many members of our small church are

now with the Lord, and some are very old, we still
hope and pray that our small group would grow.
