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Ever since we arrived in Poland nearly seven
years ago, Jan Wierszy
owski, an older Polish
man who attends our services regularly, has
encouraged us to become involved in ministry
through the printed page.  He has personally
translated or written a number of tracts and
books that deal with many practical and
foundational aspects of the Christian life.  As we
have continued to live here, we have also

noticed the lack of good Christian literature that
encourages and teaches

basic Biblical truths.  During this time, the
burden on our hearts has grown to the point
where, after consultation with others involved in
this type of ministry, we have decided to add
translation and publication to the work of AIM
here in Poland.  Our vision includes the
translation of books, tracts, and other materials.
These materials will focus on the
encouragement of believers here in Poland
through Biblical teaching on topics such as the
home, the church, and practical Christian living.
Please read on to find out more about how we
hope to minister to the Polish people through the
printed page.
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After thinking carefully about this, we

have decided that at the beginning of this
part of Anabaptist International Ministries’
(AIM) work here in Poland, we will partner
with Christian Aid Ministries (CAM) and
produce their monthly magazine called
“Seed of Truth” (SOT) for distribution here in
Poland. In the future, we also hope to
translate and publish various books and
tracts to help us in communicating truth to
the Polish people.
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SOT is a monthly magazine produced by
CAM.  This magazine is translated into
several languages and distributed in many
countries.  The magazine contains various
sections including reading material for
children, youth, and adults.  Other sections
are devoted specifically to teaching
Christianity through instruction, history, and
practical application.  One final aspect is the
book section, which is done as a continued
story.  Readers are able to read an entire
book by reading each successive portion
printed in the monthly edition of SOT.
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AIM is a small mission and unable to

reach large numbers of people. However,
SOT will enable AIM to spread solid
Christian teaching throughout Poland. In a
country of thirty-eight million, the number of
evangelical Christians in Poland is only

twenty-five thousand. These few
evangelicals depend largely on American,
British, and other Western evangelical
churches and organizations for much of
their training, infrastructure, and teaching.
This Western evangelical influence is
largely from the liberal end of the spectrum.
However, there is a definite desire among
Polish evangelicals for solid, practical,
Biblical teaching—from a more conservative
perspective—on issues of family life,
Christian living, and Bible truth. Our Bible
conference in October, 2007 on the subject
of the family, where John Coblentz spoke,
made us keenly aware of the need and
desire for practical, Biblical teaching and
encouragement. This is exactly the kind of
teaching found in SOT.

Many others wrote words of thanks and
encouragement. The needs are great, and
God has given into our stewardship the
resources to help meet those needs.
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Currently, our plan is to tie into the

program that CAM already has established
for publishing and distributing this
magazine.  We will assemble a small group
of translators and proofreaders here in
Poland.  These people will be Polish
nationals who will do the bulk of the
translations for us.  We are happy to be able
to provide work and additional income for
some of our Polish friends here in Poland.
Lavern Hershberger will give oversight and
direction to those doing this work for us.
This work will be done under the auspices
of Heritage Foundation, a Polish legal
organization that we started in 2005.  After
the articles have been translated and
proofread, they will be sent electronically to
CAM where the magazine will be printed.
After printing, CAM will mail the magazines
to Poland where we will be responsible for
their distribution.
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The estimated monthly cost of translation
for SOT is $2,000.  CAM has agreed to

cover $1,500 of that cost through the end of
2008.  AIM will be responsible for covering
the remaining $500.  After the publication of
the first Polish SOT, sometime between
January and June 2009, AIM will assume all
responsibility for the translation cost and
CAM will be responsible for the printing,
shipping, and distribution.
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Most importantly, you can pray.  Pray that
these magazines will get into the hands of
the right people—people who need to be
encouraged, people who need to find the
Lord, and people who need answers for
their questions.  You can also help with this
project through financial support.  If you
would like to help financially with this, use
the special donation slip in this newsletter to
direct your giving to this project.
